Describe how proposal or initiative fits into the OTREC theme as selected above, and specifically how it relates to OTREC’s Research Emphasis Areas as indicated on page 4 of the RFP (if applicable). 

5. COLLABORATION (no limit)  
Discuss collaboration between disciplines, campuses, external partners, etc.  Initiatives require collaboration between campuses, disciplines, and with more than one external partner.

6. BACKGROUND (limit 1 page)
Discuss problem background, motivation, what has been done previously, or relevant literature.  For initiatives, describe foundational activities that will help to ensure success of initiative.
7. OBJECTIVES (limit 1 page) 

Explain specific project or initiative objectives and outcomes/products envisioned.
8. METHODOLOGY (limit 1 page) 
Describe the methodology/approach by which project or initiative objectives will be accomplished.
9. TASKS, SCHEDULES, PRODUCT (limit 2 page)
Outline the specific steps that will be followed to execute the methodology as well as identifying the investigator(s) responsible for performing the task.  Include a schedule with anticipated dates for completion of tasks and delivery of products.  Describe the anticipated products, applied results, and/or implementation.  Include final report preparation in the schedule of tasks.
10. TECHNOLOGY TRANSFER (limit ½ page)
Describe the technology transfer plan (dissemination of results) for this project.
11. BROAD IMPACTS (limit ½ page) 
Describe the broad impacts of the project or initiative (advancing discovery and understanding while promoting teaching, training, and learning; broadening participation of underrepresented areas, e.g., geographical, modal, or groups; enhancing the capacity for research, education and technology transfer; furthering OTREC objectives). 

12. PLAN FOR FUTURE FUNDING (limit 1 page) FOR INITIATIVES ONLY!
Describe plan for attracting future external funding beyond OTREC. Priority will be for programs that demonstrate the potential to expand the breadth and depth of funding partners.

16. VITA (limit 2 page per person)
Provide bio for PI and Co-PI (if applicable) that includes recent publications, scholarly activities, etc. Use NSF bio sketch format (see sample and guidelines on OTREC web site). Limit 2 pages per PI or Co-PI
17. MATCH FUNDING (no limit)
Provide an explanation and documentation of match funding (see sample commitment letters on the OTREC web page) by insert scanned match commitment letters and/or other documentation.  Initiatives require cash match. Please note that missing match funding documentation will delay the grant award if your project is selected.  
18. SUBAWARD (limit 4 pages)
If your proposal includes a subaward, please include the following items in the proposal:  work statement, budget justification, signed letter of acknowledgment from University's authorized representative and copy of negotiated F&A rate.    Remember to provide subaward budget on the Budget Form.
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
